TRIANGLES

If you have an equilateral triangle (All
three sides "c" are of equal length)

each of its angles
will be equal to 60°
(since there is 180°in
every triangle and
180/3 = 60.) The
altitude "a" (which
divides it into two right
30-60-90 triangles) in
terms of the length
of these sides "c"

will equal lﬁc because,

using the Pythagorean Theorem,
¢’ = a® + b? where a and b are the short
sides of a right triangle and c is the
long side (hypotenuse,) you get:
1 2
c=a’+ =c
2

which (if you do the algebra) works out

to a= %\@c or approximately 87% of c.
